39At  a  later  stage,  Annie  Besant  called  spirit  the  
“monad”,  which she  placed in  world  44.  
40Sinnett,  Judge,  and Hartmann based their  
teaching on the  lower  five worlds  of  our  solar  
system (45–49).  Leadbeater  and Besant  made it  
clear  that  the  solar  system consists  of  seven 
different  atomic  worlds  (43–49).  Where  “body”,  
“soul”,  and “spirit”  are  concerned,  “body” 
belongs  to  worlds  47–49;  “soul”  to  45–47,  and 
“spirit”  to  43–45.
